Fantasy Video injunction request talcen under advisement

A request by a local sexually 

oriented store for a preliminary 
injunction to prevent the city 
from closing its doors was 
taken under advisement by a 
federal court judge last week. 

Attorneys for Fantasy Video 
Inc. and the City of Henderson 
met in front of U.S. District 
Court Judge Lloyd George on 
Friday for a hearing to deter- 
mine whether the business may 
remain open pending a trial for 
declaratory and injunctive 
relief. 

Fantasy Video filed the law- 
suit April 24, two weeks after 
the Henderson City Council 
revoked its business licence. 

City officials said the action 
was taken due to alleged mis- 
representations in the license 
appUcation process. Fantasy 
Video spokespersons said the 
city has denied the business 
and its owners their rights 
under the First and Fourteenth 
Amendments to the U.S. 
Constitution. 

Fantasy Video opened Feb. 
1 at 1100 N. Boulder Highway 
with a business Ucense obtain- 
ed for a "general video busi- 
ness," without notation it 
would be primarily a sexually 
oriented video and novelty 
shop, according to city records. 

City officials said they did 
not deny any rights under the 
Constitution, but was enforc- 

ing the city's licensing laws. A 
March 13 hearing was po•^ 
Ironed by the City Council to 
April 10, at which time It 
revoked Fantasy Video's 
business license. '" 

Among the misrepresenta- 
tions, city officials said, were 
omissions that Daniel Bishop, 
president of Fantasy Video's 
parent company, had three 
misdemeanor arrests in his 
home state of Wisconsin. 

The compan^s lawsuit states 
the plaintiffs "made no mate- 
rial misrepresentations on 
their application. Had the in- 
formation been presented . .. 
it would not have been material 
to any valid criteria for grant- 
ing or denying the license."

The last three months of the 

1989-90 Southern AAA high 
school sports season featured 
three individual state cham- 
pionships for Basic High 
athletes.

It H unfortunate there 
hat not iMen a Triple 
Crown winner since Af- 
firmed outdueled Alydar 
ia ail tliree races in 1971. 

But it isn't sad because 
those classic duels will 
never be forgotten. 

But the most vivid Tri- 
ple Crown memory is of 
the recently deceased Sec- 
retariat and his amazing 
run through the gauntlet 
set before him in 1973. 
Ridden by Ron Turcotte, 
trained by Lucien Laurin 
and owned by Meadow 
Stable, Secretariat defined 
the ultimate colt. 

The sire of Bold Ruler 
out of Somethingroyal 
Mitzed the Kentucky Der- 
by Held in a time of 1:59 
2/5, a record that still 
stands. Sham and Our Na- 
tive settled for second and 
third, respectively. 

In the Preakness 
Stakes, it was a repeat of 
the Derby. Secretariat fin- 
ished in a more pedestrian 
1:54 2/5, a time that has 
been surpassed. Sham and 

Our Dancer finislied the 
same as in the Derby. 

But the Secretariat leg- 
end will always be most 
vivid in the Belmont 
Stalces. It wasn't the blaz- 
ing 2:24 he ran the mile 
and a half — another re- 
cord that still stands. It 
was the 31 lengths by 
which lie won it. 

So when Sports Illus- 
trated deemed the chest- 
nut colt Secretariat its 
Athlete of the Year for 
1973, it was very much de- 
served. The memory of 
Secretariat will never die.

State championships for Barlow, Johnson top Basic's spring sports season 15

The last three months of the 

1989-90 Southern AAA high 
school sports season featured 
three individual state cham- 
pionships for Basic High 
athletes. 

Those successes, along with 
a strong showing by the 
Wolves' golf team, were the 
highlights in the last of a three- 
part retrospective covering the 
achievements of the Wolves 
and Lady Wolves from March 
1990 to May 1990: 

Boya golf 
The Wolves spht their first 

eight matches this spring, but 
th^n got hot at the right time, 
winning six straight to close 
the regular season with an 114 
record.

But the most vivid Tri- 
ple Crown memory is of 
the recently deceased Sec- 
retariat and his amazing 
run through the gauntlet 
set before him in 1973. 
Ridden by Ron Turcotte, 
trained by Lucien Laurin 
and owned by Meadow 
Stable, Secretariat defined 
the ultimate colt. 

The sire of Bold Ruler 
out of Somethingroyal 
Mitzed the Kentucky Der- 
by Held in a time of 1:59 
2/5, a record that still 
stands. Sham and Our Na- 
tive settled for second and 
third, respectively. 

In the Preakness 
Stakes, it was a repeat of 
the Derby. Secretariat fin- 
ished in a more pedestrian 
1:54 2/5, a time that has 
been surpassed. Sham and 

Our Dancer finislied the 
same as in the Derby. 

But the Secretariat leg- 
end will always be most 
vivid in the Belmont 
Stalces. It wasn't the blaz- 
ing 2:24 he ran the mile 
and a half — another re- 
cord that still stands. It 
was the 31 lengths by 
which lie won it. 

So when Sports Illus- 
trated deemed the chest- 
nut colt Secretariat its 
Athlete of the Year for 
1973, it was very much de- 
served. The memory of 
Secretariat will never die.

Council OKs Warm Springs Road study, Introduces new alcohol ordinance

At Tuesday's meeting, the 
Henderson City Council auth- 
orized the city to proceed for- 
ward with a study to extend 
Warm Springs Road from 
Stephanie Street to Boulder 
Highway.

May 2, 1989, authorizes the 
city to spend up to a maximum 
of $331,000 to design, obtain 
rights-of-way and appraisals 
f<Jr the rights-of-way, said city 
officials. 

The study calls for the con- 
struction of a four-lane arterial 
roadway with raised islands 
having left-turn pockets at ap- 
proximately 660-foot intervals, 
officials added. 

In other couiuil busineas. Bill 
No. 780 wa« introduced to the 
council and then referred to 
committee for further study. 

Bill #780 is designed to help 
Henderson and other local poli- 
tical subdivisions to further ad- 
dress the problem of drinking 
and related traffic accidents. 

Passing of an ordinance of
